The above listed Stallion Owner and Mare Owner (the ‘parties’) agree to the following: 
1. Breeding to this Stallion will be by attended "Live Cover" only. Both parties understand the definition and dangers of live cover breeding and shall hold each other harmless. The breeding season in force for this contract shall begin May 1 and close August 1 of the year dated on this contract.
2. This contract is good for one foal. Multiple foals from the same mare in the same breeding season will require a separate contract and breeding fee for each resulting foal. The only exception to this would be twins that are carried throughout term and foaled by one mare.
3. A Non- Refundable booking fee of $_250_ from the above breeding fee is payable with this contract, and the balance of $_500_ plus all unpaid expenses will be payable upon receipt of an invoice or when mare leaves the farm, which ever is first.  The mare (and foal, if applicable) shall be released only upon payment in full of all outstanding invoices, including those from the attending veterinarian, farrier or any other attending personnel. 

3A. Mare owner may request AI for their mare. The procedure will be done by an approved veterinarian. All fees and care associated with such procedure will be paid to or handled by the Vet Clinic at the mare owner’s expense.  This will include an additional chute fee of $300 for collection of stallion over and above associated veterinarian fees. Transportation to and from the facility is the responsibility of the mare owner. 
4. If Mare Owner fails to deliver Mare for breeding/re-breeding, then any and all fees paid shall be non-refundable, the right to any further re-breeding is canceled, and the Stallion Owner is released from any further obligation whatsoever. 

5. Beginning with day Mare arrives, a non-refundable boarding/mare care fee shall be due for each day Mare/foal are on the Stallion Owner’s property (full day fee due for date of arrival, no fees on date of departure). The Stallion Owner shall have an ownership lien on the mare for unpaid bills (i.e. Stallion Owner may refuse to release mare to Mare Owner until bills are paid in full).  Board (Please check box)

6. The Stallion Owner provides the following feeds: Alfalfa Hay alternating with good quality mixed grass hay and/or Oats. If other special feed, hay, grain, other is required the Mare Owner shall cover the cost of and shall supply the special food with specific written feeding instructions. 

7. The Stallion Owner shall provide reasonable care to the above named mare (and foal, if applicable). The Mare Owner warrants that the mare (and foal, if applicable) is healthy and in breeding condition. If any special or particular care (restrictions, veterinary, or other) of mare/foal is desired by the Mare Owner, such care shall be specifically defined in writing to the Stallion Owner when the mare (and foal, if applicable) is transported to Stallion Owner’s property. 

8. The Stallion Owner shall not be held liable for injury, sickness, or death of the above named mare (and/or foal, if applicable), regardless of how this may occur. Likewise, the Mare Owner shall not be held liable for injury or death of the stallion arising from this service agreement. 

9. In the event of injury, death, or illness of Stallion, Stallion Owner has option to postpone or cancel this contract. In this case, breeding fees paid by Mare Owner will be refunded to Mare Owner. 

10. The Mare Owner agrees that the Stallion Owner has permission to have the mare (and foal, if applicable) treated by a licensed Veterinarian to have normal Veterinary services performed for anything, which might affect health of the mare/foal in emergency situations, at the expense of the Mare Owner. Mare Owner will be notified immediately of any such emergency care situation. 

11. A photocopy of registration papers (both sides-if mare is registered), and a profile picture shall be sent to Breeder with this contract and booking fee. A veterinarian's health certificate/ uterine culture (reproductive Pre-Breeding Exam), worming and immunization records (Dates and what was given), and a current Coggins test (within 6 months) must be provided to Stallion Owner by Mare Owner BEFORE Mare may be transported to Stallion Owner’s property. If these are not presented upon a mare's arrival, the Breeder shall have the attending veterinarian make proper tests and evaluations at the Mare Owner's expense. Mare owner agrees each mare offered for breeding shall be in sound breeding condition and free from any infection or disease.  Breeder reserves the right to refuse any mare that is not safe or in breeding condition. 

12. The above named mare MUST be halter broke and easy to handle. Foals accompanying mares must be halter broke and/or easily caught, haltered, and handled. Your foal will be handled daily while at our facility, so it is important for the safety of mare and foal, and to make breeding less stressful for the mare/foal, that foal be easy to handle. 

13. For the safety of the mare and the stallion, breeding hobbles, a twitch, a tranquilizer, or other restraint may be used on the Mare ONLY if it becomes absolutely necessary in the opinion of Stallion Owner. 

14. The Stallion Owner shall attempt with reasonable diligence to settle the mare. If however, for any reason, the mare does not settle, the Mare Owner will hold the Stallion Owner harmless. 

15. If Mare Owner chooses to remove Mare from Stallion Owner’s property without allowing necessary time to settle the mare during the breeding season, all unpaid board and other agreed expenses become due and payable before Mare is removed from Stallion Owner’s property, and the live foal guarantee becomes null and void, unless a ultrasound by a veterinarian confirms the mare safe in foal. 

16. Live foal Guarantee: Live foal means the foal shall stand and nurse. It is understood that if the mare proves barren, aborts her foal, or if foal is stillborn, a return season will be guaranteed for the following year only, providing proper notification is given, an additional booking fee of $250 will be required plus an increases in the breeding fee (If applicable). Proper notification shall be defined as follows: Written certification by a licensed veterinarian within seven days that the mare has slipped or produced a non-viable foal.

17. This contract is NON transferable to any other mare and is valid for above named mare ONLY unless otherwise a written agreement has been established between the parties. 

18. A breeders certificate will be issued to the Mare Owner after all expenses have been paid in full and upon notification of birth of the foal. The Mare Owner will be solely responsible for seeking registration of the resulting foal in the appropriate registry and paying all associated fees.
